Additionally,
they actively engage in learning beyond the classroom to a commendable standard, enabling effective
application of knowledge in class through detailed recall and practical application of learned concepts.

2. Good - Meeting Caerleon Expectation

Additionally, they rarely participate in
learning activities outside of class, which limits their ability to utilise and apply academic knowledge and
skills in lessons.
